Curriculum Meeting Minutes
August 22, 2006

The meeting began at 11:15 am with the following members present:  Maria Dison, Sue Caldwell, William Edwin, Mariana Ben-Dereas, Catherine Good, Benson Moses, Gardner Edgar, Jean Thoulag, Dana LeeLing, Joseph Felix Jr., Rachel Hollingsworth, and Karen Simion (Acting Chair).

The minutes for the July 20, 2006 meeting were not available for review.  The minutes of the August 15, 2006 meeting need to be amended in regards to the recommendation and outcome of the change in the Electronics Technology program.  

OLD BUSINESS

The program modification for the Electronics Technology program was re-explained for the second reading.  One course, VEE 230 will no longer be required, and several  courses are being modified to incorporate the new skills learned at the training that was given to Voc. Ed. personnel during the summer.  This shifting around also creates one new course for the program.  See attachment for details.  The motion to recommend the program modification to the cabinet was made and approved by the committee members.

Community Health Service course outlines were submitted for second reading.  The courses again brought about a lively discussion.  A major concern again was the large number of student learning outcomes for each course and assessment of all the outcomes.  After much debate, it was recommended that the following course outlines be recommended for approval with the modification that LED projector be changed to multi-media projector:
CHS 224a Health Problems in Adults

CHS 231a Maternal and Child Health I

CHS 232a Non Communicable/Communicable Diseases

CHS 233a Behavioral Health

CHS 234a Human Nutrition

CHS 235a Dental Health

CHS 240a Maternal and Child Health II

CHS 241a First Aid Care

CHS 242a Environmental Health

CHS 244a Dispensary Management

CHS 251a Health Problems in Children

CHS 220a was not recommended for approval pending how to decide number of contact hours for a practicum, lab, internship, etc. is equal to what number of credits.  The title of this course should be changed to Introduction to the Health Care System and the prerequisite should read:  Admittance into the Health Assistant Training Program.

Part of the discussion from the CHS course outlines was that the course outline format and cover page need to be revised.  They no longer meet the needs of curricula designed at this time.  The DAP will revise the appendixes and bring them back to the committee for approval.  Faculty members of the committee are also to submit to the DAP how they handle practicum, internships and contact hours for review and eventually some standard practices will be established.

Faculty Representative – no other recommendations were made to VPIA.  Sue Moses requested that she be nominated as a member and respond through e-mail for the fall semester and then arrange class schedule in the spring to attend meetings in person.  VPIA will take this into consideration.

Student Representative – Two students are to be nominated by the SBA to be members of this committee.  Once the SBA President and officers are elected, DAP will extend a formal invitation to the SBA to nominate the two representatives.

INFORMATION – The committee was reminded to vote on an interim policy creating a sub-committee to recommend for approval or to recommend for revision non-credit course outlines.
VPIA requested that members review the governance policy sent out by the president.
