Education Program
The College of Micronesia – FSM Education Division is proposing to revise its current Teacher Preparation-Elementary programs for pre-service and in-service teachers. The proposed programs will still include an associate of arts degree and a third-year certificate in Teacher Preparation-Elementary with modifications in the courses being offered in the program.
Purpose.  The AA and third-year programs in education are revised to provide student with courses rich in both content, theoretical foundations and practical experiences (methodology).  The program is designed to address the needs of pre-service and in-service teachers who may want to pursue the baccalaureate degree at UOG.
Currently, there are about 2210 teachers employed in FSM school system.  About 11% possess a baccalaureate degree while more than 42% possess no degree at all.  The remaining 47% hold an associate degree and some training including the COM-FSM 3rd-year certification.  There is also an increasing need for education teachers to replace the retired, retiring and those who have resigned their posts.

Rationale for the content and organization of the proposed programs.

General education courses as well as the major requirements have been changed with the intention to maintain the level of competencies required to teach the standards of the elementary school curriculum in the FSM.  Furthermore, students completing these courses would also have met the UOG general education requirements (pending resolution of a couple of articulation issues).
The third-year requirements were revised to include methods courses in both science and social studies courses, which are not in the current program.  The courses were selected to provide competencies in the regular elementary curriculum with some competencies for teaching students with special needs.  The proposed programs have been designed to respond to the Partnership BA program being negotiated between UOG and COM-FSM. The goal is for students to be able to complete the majority, if not all, of their requirements of the BA program with COM-FSM.  Courses at both the AA and third-year levels of the proposed programs have been aligned with the requirements to facilitate students’ transition into the Partnership BA program.  
A matrix showing the UOG requirements and COM-FSM courses will be provided to Curriculum Committee members.
